The Tournamen t of Minds

The Tournament of Minds (TOM) program provides an
opportunity for students with a passion for learning and
problem solving to demonstrate their skills and talents
in an exciting, vibrant and public way. It is made up of
two parts: a long-term challenge, where teams
formulate a solution to a problem over six week s, and a
spontaneous (short-term) challenge, which is a group
improvisation of team work and mental challenge.

Assumption College students formed two teams of
seven members from Years 7 to 10. The first team i
consisting of Joel Brincat, Keston Burley, Vito lacopino,
Hugh Parks, Wiliam Poker, Georgia Webster and
Eleanor Webster i named themselves 6 T h e
and competed in the Maths Engineering category. They
had to construct a communication system to enable a
message (carried by a small ball) to overcome obstacles
and reach a destination without being interfered with
by human hands. The second team i made up of
Matthew Francavilla, Jayden Mifsud, Jade Osborne,
Jacqueline Saykao, Anna Urolohara, Erin Gillies and
Nicole Parkinsoni named themselvesé The Unq
and participated in the Language Literature division.

Maths booklist , 2010

Next year will see the introduction of the Essential
Maths textbooks in General Maths, Further Maths, Years
7, 8 and 9 Maths as well as in Year 10 Standard Maths.
Foundation Maths will also have a new textbook next
year.

Maths teachers investigated several maths
textbooks during the year. The organisation of content,
coverage of the Victorian Essential Learning Standards
(VELS and the provision of extension questions are
some of the reasons why teachers feel the Essential
texts would be the most
learning. The VCE texts also contain more challenging
exam-style questions which students can work on
during the year.

Students who need a new graphics calculator must
buy the TIN-spire CAS calculator, whether they are
studying General Maths, Further Maths or Maths
Methods CAS. The Ti84 plus graphics calculators will be
progressively phased out. Students who are retaining
the Ti84 plus graphics calculator from a previous year
can continue to use this calculator in General Maths or
Further Maths. Since the book-listed texts for these
subjects contain instructions for the TIN-spire CAS
calculator, students with a Ti84 calculator will be given
supplementary instructions by their teachers.

In 2010, the VCE subject, Mathematical Methods
Computer Algebra System (CAS) will be fully
implemented for Units 1 to 4 replacing Mathematical
Methods. Mathematical Methods CAS studentsmust use
a CAS based graphics calculator. In the past, there has
been some confusion as to what graphics calculator a
student should buy given that non-CAS graphics
calculators can be used in General Maths and Further
Maths. Adding to that difficulty is that some students
have had to make this decision at the end of Year 9.
The use of the CAS technology is only increasing and
the Victorian Curriculum and Assessment Authority
(VCAA has advised that CAS calculators will continue to
be permitted in Further Mathematics exams.

Exams

With Years 9, 10, and 11 maths exams fast
approaching, students should make a start on their




exam revision if they
to previous maths tests or complete the end of chapter
reviews in the text book. To revise earlier topics,
students can prepare summary sheets with formulas,
examples and other hints. Students should ensure that
the reference (or study) book, which they have been
progressively preparing, is in good order. Although this
personal reference book is permitted in certain maths
exams, students should not rely too heavily on the
study book by treating it as a replacement for
completing revision questions. Another useful study
technique is to practise answering questions in exam
conditions with a given time limit.

Year 12 students sit two exams for each maths
subject.

Pathways

As the end of the school year approaches, | am busy
organising everything for 2010 while receiving results
for 2009. It is great to see that more parents, students
and teachers are realising the benefits of doing a VET
subject or a school-based apprenticeship as part of
the VCEor VCAL prograns.

| am excited about students who have finished their
seconday education and are going straight into
employment with their apprenticeship becoming full-
time or they did their structured work placement and
that employer has offered them a full -time
apprenticeship. Students who have completed their VET
are among the top candidates for full-time
apprenticeships.

Students doing VET Hospitality in 2010 have the
choice of two locations and two programs. Broadford
Secondary offers the Cooking stream. After two years,
students receive a Certificate Il in Hospitality (Kitchen
Operations), which is suitable for those who love to
cook and may want to be a chef.

Goulburn Ovens Institute of TAFE also offers the
Cooking stream, and the Front of House program which
gives students a Certificate 1l in Hospitality
(Operations) after a year. In the second year, students
are offered some selected units from Certificate III.

Both programs are scored assessed and contribute
to an ENTER score Students doing VET Hospitality next
year should see me for further information an d let me
know which stream and at which college.

I have registration forms for Equine, Hair and
Beauty, Building at Whittlesea, Animal Studies and Auto
and Engineering at Seymour Technical High School.
Students need to pick up enrolment forms from me and
return them signed by parents , ASAP.

Students who have chosen VET or SBAT programs
for 2010 should note that you must be at ACK
on Champagna Day and Assumption Day and you
must attend the Years 11 and 12 Retreats. | am happy
to help students make changes to TAFE or work days
S0 you can take part in these compulsory events.




VET students must organise structured workplace
learning (SWPL) to complement their VET program. |
have the paperwork for this and it must be completed
and signed by Mr Kenny before students attend work
placement in the school holidays.

Any school-based apprentices who are leaving
Assumption to become full-time apprentices must
complete a variation form and give it to their
apprenticeship consultant. If they were signed up by
Mrs Fisher, the consultant is Rick Hager at AusNac in
Seymour.

The variation form should be lodged before students
begin their full-time apprenticeship, as it will make a
difference to their completion date . Students or parents
can contact Mrs Fisher for further information or for a
variation form.

If any school-based apprentices are not continuing
with their current employer, they need a cancellation
form which must be signed by them and their
employer. Apprenticeship consultants have this form.

Apprenticeship vacancies

Employers and agencies are now contacting us about
apprenticeships or traineeships on offer. Any jobs that
comes into our office will be advertised in the daily
bulletin and on the careers noticeboard next to the
sports one.

We regularly update it, so students who are looking
for an apprenticeship should give us their name and
keep an eye on the board.

Low Income Health Care Card

School leavers may be entitled to this card. To be
eligible, students should either not have a part-time job
or if they work they need to produce eight weeks of
payslips to prove that they earn below the acceptable
amount.

The Low Income Health Care Card gives holders
many entitlements such as medical and pharmaceutical
benefits, ambulance cover, discounts on dental and eye
care, state and local government concessions on such
things as public transport costs, water and electricity
bills. Some TAFEcourses offer large discounts to card
holders.

Students should investigate whether they are
entitled to this benefit immediately before they start
casual jobs over Christmas.
