Dear Parents, Students, Staff and
Friends of our Assumption community,

I have been involved in many enrolment interviews
this term and have enjoyed the chance to hear why
parents want to enrol their children at Assumption
College. They give many reasons. It is often
mentioned that they have friends who sent their
children to the College and they speak highly about
what is happening here. Parents comment on the way
our students present themselves at Open Day and in
other public forums. The College’s facilities and the
opportunities on offer to students are also often
mentioned. At times we can become absorbed in the
business of life and forget to take the time to
appreciate the many wonderful things that are
happening around us at ACK.

It is disappointing, then, when things don’t go so
well. This term we have been dealing with issues
involving some of our students which are unnecessary
and unacceptable. I will cite two examples; firstly,
hundreds of students travel to and from the College
on chartered buses. Recently we received complaints
from bus drivers about the unruly behaviour of some
students on the buses.

Such behaviour is borne out of thoughtlessness
and an inability or unwillingness to see how one’s
own conduct affects others. While the offenders have
been spoken to by senior staff it would be very
disappointing if we got to the stage that services were
cancelled by the bus company due to concerns about
property and safety. In such an event, the innocent
would be penalised along with the offenders.

The ‘silent majority’ must stand up and be
counted. This might involve more senior students
taking a stand against the behaviour while on the bus
or giving a confidential report to the school
immediately things go wrong so that we can respond
quickly.

Secondly, at our Year 11 Retreat last week a small
number of students behaved inappropriately and
damaged property. It was most embarrassing for our
staff to report to the owner of the retreat site that
some furniture and bedding had been vandalised.

Part of the answer lies in the school’s approach to
student misconduct. We seek to educate our students
in their responsibilities and enforce such expectations
through supervision at school and in the public
domain. A big part of the answer rests with the
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students themselves. This is why we seek to foster
true leadership in senior students and a greater sense
of thoughtfulness and responsibility in all students.
Parents also have a role in this; none of us can
assume that our son or daughter is behaving well all
the time. This is why it is crucial as parents to
establish clear expectations at home about behaviour
and monitor that behaviour closely. Qualities such as
respect, empathy, responsibility and common sense
are not the school’s business or the parents’ business
they are our business.

As we address these issues at school, it would be
useful for parents to address them at home with their
son or daughter. When we speak the same language
clearly and unambiguously and share in the
supervision, we are more likely to see our young men
and women learn the level of responsibility required
to navigate through life at school and beyond.

For this reason we have a process
whereby subject choices are carefully scrutinized to
ensure that they are realistic in terms of students’
abilities and aspirations.

While we endeavour to cater for students’ wishes,
we must take a responsible approach to their choices
and consider previous work history and abilities in
their studies. Our aim is to provide appropriate
guidelines to ensure the greatest possible chance of
success.

I wish all
students and staff a restful break. Classes resume on
Wednesday, October 7 and students will be expected
to wear the summer uniform. However, if the weather

is cool, students may wear the full winter uniform for
the first week or so.

Student Driver Policy

Increasingly more Year 12s are turning 18 and getting
their driver’s licence. Students who drive to the
College must register with their house co-ordinator.
Under Victorian Government guidelines, all student
drivers, a parent and, if relevant, the parent of any
passenger, must sign the Parent Permission and
Student Agreement form available from the
student’s house co-ordinator.

Outlined below are some basic guidelines for all
students driving to and from the College:

e They must obey all road rules and drive safely
and responsibly.
Students are only to use their car for
travelling to and from the College. They are
not permitted under any circumstances to go
to their car or drive from the College during
the school day.
They are not permitted to carry other
students as passengers to and from the
College without written permission of one of
their parents and one of their passenger’s
parents.
Any unauthorized car parked on the College
grounds may be towed away at the owner’s
expense.
Parking in nearby streets or on adjoining
private properties is prohibited under local
bylaws and is punishable by fine or tow away.
Students have limited access to parking in
parking bays accessed via Gate 1.

Any student who intends to drive to school must
comply with the College’s Student Driver Policy.
Those who fail to meet these obligations will be asked
to hand their car keys to their house co-ordinator and
car parking privileges may be revoked. Any unsafe
driving or breaches of road rules will be reported to
the police.

Teaching and learning news

Parent/teacher/student interviews
The following extracts (in bold type) are from an
Australian Government report on student motivation
and engagement.

Three sets of outcomes are identifiable from the
National Goals for Schooling in the Twenty-First
Century:

o skills, strategies and capacities: Using a
sound knowledge base, to be able to think
analytically, critically and creatively; to
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solve problems, make decisions, ask
questions; to make sense of the inter-
relationships between things; to know how
to learn; to communicate, work in teams,
and relate to others,

qualities and dispositions: To develop
certain personal qualities and dispositions
such as a sense of well-being, self-esteem,
motivation to do well, empathy, resilience,
adaptability; acceptance of responsibility
for one’s own actions; the attributes of the
good thinker/learner, including
independence of mind, curiosity,
perseverance, reflectiveness, self-
regulation, and

attitudes and values: Attitudes and values
underlie these learning outcomes: valuing a
just, open, egalitarian, culturally diverse
and cohesive society; a positive, healthy
lifestyle; as individual and citizen,
contributing to community and
environment.

Engagement in learning is an end in itself
and a means to an end. For the above
outcomes to be achieved students need to
engage actively with schooling. Such
engagement will lead to higher quality
educational achievements, and these in turn
will prepare the way for a dynamic process of
engagement, learning and achievement
throughout life.

Learning is also a process of social
collaboration. Teachers and their students
together create the learning environment. The
importance of a positive climate in the
classroom is stressed in the literature. A
supportive friendly, safe classroom, that
emphasizes positive emotions and interactions,
contributes to students’ social-emotional
wellbeing, resilience, productive coping
strategies and engagement in learning.

Parent involvement typically increases
student engagement and achievement and is
often promoted as an important feature of
school culture. Parental discussion of
education with children and their involvement
in schools contributes significantly to student
engagement at primary and secondary levels,
although to a lesser degree than authentic
pedagogy and other class and school factors. A
positive parent-student relationship
contributes significantly to student
engagement, especially emotional
engagement.

This is a rather long-winded way of getting around
to talking about our parent/teacher/student
interviews on October 6. What the government
report highlights, I think, is the importance of the
partnership we are able to develop between the
College and our families. It's vital that students are
encouraged to do their best. Research shows the
importance of the student-teacher relationship and
the environment created in the classroom is
fundamental to student engagement and
achievement. It also shows that students who are
able to take responsibility for their efforts and accept
accountability for their contribution to the learning
process will achieve far more than those who don't.
The final factor is that of parent involvement and
support. Without parental interest, students will often
lose motivation. They need to know that their efforts
are of concern to their parents and other family
members.

Parent/teacher/student  interviews are an
important way of demonstrating interest and support.
It's really important that all three parties are involved
in frank and open discussions of progress and future
improvement targets. Students need to be there to
hear, first-hand, what their teachers are saying and to
be able to respond. There is little point in
conversations that don't involve the student. They
need to be accountable for their part in the process
and parents need to support them in achieving this by
ensuring they attend interviews. Because interim
reports only provide a snapshot of a student’s
progress, it's important that these become a means
by which discussion is generated at home before
interviews. These can then be followed up on the day
with teachers.

Fourth term can be a crucial time for students as
they become tired and begin to feel the stress of end
of year assessments and exams. Helping them to set
achievable goals and to structure their time
appropriately will be an important factor in
determining success. When this is combined with
ongoing support and encouragement students won't
feel they are carrying the load all by themselves.

We look forward to seeing as many parents and
students as possible at the interviews.

What is the Victorian Student Number?

The Victorian Student Number (VSN) is a student
identification number that is being assigned to all
students in government and non-government
schools. It is unique to each student, will be used as
a key identifier on a student’s school records, and will
remain with the student throughout his or her
education, until the age of 25. The VSN is nine digits
long, randomly assigned, and tied to stable
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information about the student (name, gender, date of
birth).

Assumption College is working with the
Department of Education and Early Childhood
Development and the Catholic Education Office to
allocate a VSN to each of our students.

The Victorian Student Number will allow
educational authorities to accurately detect patterns
of student movement through, and departure from
the Victorian education and training system. It will
greatly improve the collection and analysis of timely
and accurate data about education in Victoria.

The department collects information to track
improvements made to the education system, to
identify areas that require further improvement, and
to analyse trends and identify future needs. The VSN
will improve the accuracy, reliability and completeness
of the information, providing a better basis for
assessing needs and developing policies to meet
them.

The VSN will appear on enrolment confirmations
and exit confirmations.

“"Who are you? Who are you going to be?’
Our Year 11 Retreat provided participants with
opportunities to reflect on questions about who they
are as individuals and who they are developing into
as young adults.

We did not discuss career paths or future areas
of study; rather students were encouraged to reflect
on their strengths, their values, and what they
consider to be success. The Year 11s were also given
the opportunity to explore their challenges and how
they, as senior students in our Catholic and Marist
community, can and will practise servant leadership
as they assume their roles as leaders of our school.

Retreats are challenging: participants need to be
willing to give themselves to the process of reflecting
on personal matters that we don’t necessarily take
much time to consciously think about in our day to
day lives. It isn't always easy, but to recognise the
value of living deliberately as opposed to simply being
tossed and turned like a ship without a rudder is to
take the step from child to young adult.

It was pleasing to see so many of our young
people embrace this opportunity to consider how they
do, can and will help to create a supportive and
caring environment for all members of the

Assumption family. A consideration of the staff and
student evaluation forms evidences the value of this
retreat and I congratulate all who, nervously or
excitedly, embraced the opportunity that this retreat
presented.

It was extremely disappointing that after lights out
some boys acted without any respect for the venue
that was hosting us or the students and staff around
them. To intentionally damage another’'s property
and/or to set out to hurt others for personal
amusement is clearly unacceptable. I sincerely hope
that as the young men involved complete their
suspensions or detentions they consider carefully their
place at our College and what that requires of them
should they remain within our community.

To complete a ‘Quilty’
is highly regarded as it was first run in 1966 as the
ultimate test in horsemanship. The horses and riders
set off at midnight on Friday and have until midnight
Saturday to complete the course of 160 km with strict
veterinary guidelines in place.

Samantha and her horse, Springridge
Bungendore, have been nominated for the Victorian
team, are the leading junior rider and horse in
Victoria and are sitting second nationally. To complete
the Tom Quilty will be a highlight for Samantha this
year as her horse was nearly put down last year after
an horrendous accident.

Tertiary study and careers

VTAC visit

On Monday, August 31 David Osborne and Suzanne
Connelly from VTAC spoke to Year 12 students and
their families about applying for special entry (SEAS)
due to the students’ education being affected by the
February bushfires. They spent time outlining how to
apply and under what conditions students could apply
but most importantly pointing out that the school, in

most cases, would be able to write the supportive
statements on behalf of the students.

If you were unable to attend the night but believe
your child’s schooling was affected either physically,
emotionally or financially due to the bushfires, please
feel free to contact either one of us to discuss how to
apply for special entry. Two things should be pointed
out:

1. SEAS, hopefully, puts students onto an even
playing field when universities are making
decisions about offering places and
scholarships. However, if your ENTER is 20
points below the required level for a course
clearly you still will not get in, even with SEAS.

Students shouldnt think that applying for
SEAS is in some way ‘cheating’ or that they
are not worthy of applying because others
were more seriously affected. All applications
are read and ranked according to the impact
on students’ studies and as a result different
scales will be attached depending on the
severity of the impact. Students should not
allow others to say that they are not worthy to
apply for special entry.

We remind everyone that VTAC applications must
be submitted by September 30 if you only want to be
charged $23. Late fees are hefty. At the time of
writing only 40 students had lodged applications.

Deferring at Melbourne Uni & ACU

In the last newsletter we mentioned that Deakin
University now allows up to two years’ deferment.
Melbourne University and Australian Catholic
University are also allowing deferral for up to two
years. Check out the deferral policy for each
university by reading their section in the VTAC Guide.
It is not usually possible to defer a TAFE course —
apply again later as a NONY12.

Access Melbourne
Melbourne University is committed to increasing
numbers of students from educationally, financially or
socially disadvantaged backgrounds enrolling in
undergraduate programs. Access Melbourne is a
special entry and access scheme designed to increase
participation of students from diverse backgrounds.
Applications for Access Melbourne are made using
the SEAS application on the VTAC website. Once you
have submitted a VTAC course application you can
access the SEAS application through MyInfo on the
VTAC website. Students who apply for Access
Melbourne will be considered for a Melbourne Access
Scholarship. Assumption College is under-represented
at Melbourne University which considers us a rural
school, therefore, every student applying to the




university can apply for Access Melbourne at least
under these two criteria.
